BIZARRE MURDER-FOR-HIRE PLOT 
 

In October, deputies uncovered a twisted 
scheme while investigating the stabbing of a 
man found by hikers in a remote area along 
East Camino Cielo.  It turned out the 23-year 
old victim had hired a man and a 15-year 
old accomplice to kill a romantic rival.  The 
plan, however, led to a double-cross and the 
initial plotter left for dead in the back 
country.  In the end, detectives unraveled 
the complex scenario and arrested four 
people including the intended victim-turned 
attacker and the man who nearly died after 
starting the sequence of events. 

GOLETA BANK ROBBERY 
 

Sheriff’s detectives helped track 
down a Los Angeles area man who 
robbed a bank in Goleta.  On 
November 29th, three armed males 
conducted an organized takeover 
robbery of the Rabobank on Hollister 
Avenue.  Detectives were able to 
identify two teenagers which led to 
the arrest of a 19-year old suspect.  
By the end of 2007 the search 
continued for a 16-year old juvenile 
and another unidentified suspect. 

AVOID THE 12 
 

Twelve law enforcement agencies continue to work together 
to crack down on drunk driving through the “Avoid the 12” 
Campaign.  With the Sheriff’s Department as administrator, 
the campaign combines people and resources to target DUI 
drivers and DUI related collisions.  The California Office of 
Traffic Safety funds “Avoid the 12” through the National 
Highway Traffic Safety Administration.  “Avoid the 12” is 
overseen by Deputy Win Smith, who was also named Traffic 
Enforcement Officer for the City of Buellton through a grant 
funded by the Santa Ynez Valley Band of the Chumash 
Indians. 

 

K-9’S TRACK DOWN CHILD ASSAULT SUSPECT 
 

In June, an 8-year old girl reported being attacked by a man 
while riding her bike in Goleta’s Girsch Park.  Deputies, using 
two trained K-9’s followed the scent and located the 38-year 
old suspect sleeping inside a drainage pipe.  Further 
investigation led to charges of kidnapping, lewd acts upon a 
child, and public intoxication. 

 

ROBBERY SUSPECT ARRESTED 
 

On August 20th, deputies arrested a man for 
the robbery of the Sizzler Restaurant in 
Goleta.  Quick work to set up a perimeter 
played a major role in solving the case.  The 
suspect fled the restaurant, but the report of 
a suspicious subject hours later led deputies 
to the Toyota dealership right across the 
street, where they found the suspect along 
with a gun, ski mask and cash possibly 
connected to the crime.

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DEPUTY’S EXTRA EFFORT CRACKS CASE 
 

From March to July the Sheriff’s Department received more than 
one dozen reports of sexual battery on women in the Carpinteria 
area.  In most cases, the suspect would ride his bicycle behind 
the victim, then grab their buttocks and flee.  After an attack in 
July, armed with a fresh description of the suspect, Deputy Brad 
Smith monitored the area until he spotted and detained the 17-
year old suspect.  Detectives followed up the case and ultimately 
linked the Carpinteria teenager to more than a dozen cases of 
sexual battery. 

GRANT HELPS MONITOR SEX OFFENDERS 
 

The Sheriff’s Department was able to increase its ability to 
track and enforce the registration of sex offenders thanks to 
money received through the State’s SAFE (Sexual Assault 
Felony Enforcement) Grant.  The $228,000 was used to 
purchase equipment for personnel to monitor registered sex 
offenders throughout the county. 

AWARD WINNING EXPLORERS 
 

Members of the Sheriff’s Department’s Law Enforcement 
Explorer Program showed off their excellence in October by 
winning the following awards during the Central Coast Explorer 
Competition in Paso Robles: 
 

● Post 830 (Goleta) 1st  Place Vehicle Searches 
   2nd Place Shooting Skills 
 

● Post 34 (Lompoc) 4th Place Suspicious Subject Scenario 
 

Explorers are individuals, ages 14 through 20 who have an 
interest in law enforcement and its potential as a career.  The 
Sheriff’s Department has five posts and 27 Explorers stationed 
throughout the County. 

RURAL CRIMES 
 

The Sheriff’s Office 
inc reased  i t s 
protection of Santa 
Barbara County’s

Investigator.  A $150,000 State grant helps pay for the position 
and the extra equipment which supplements the Department’s 
nearly twenty deputies who have additional training in dealing 
with rural crimes.  The Department has already seen a strong 
response from ranchers and farmers who are working with 
Deputy McCarthy to cut down on theft and vandalism. 

 

HIGHWAY 154 HOMICIDE 
 

In September, the discovery of 
a body along Highway 154 
began a complex series of 
events that led to the arrest of 
several people and the largest 
marijuana eradication effort in 
Santa Barbara County history.  Through diligent work, 
detectives were able to link the homicide of 23-year old Adan 
Ruiz to a massive marijuana grow along Highway 1 outside 
Lompoc.  The grow included more than 90 thousand plants at 
a value of approximately $275 million.  The subsequent 
investigation resulted in the drug arrests of five men in Perris, 
California including the homicide victim’s younger brother.  
The raid in Perris turned up 800 pounds of processed 
marijuana valued at $2.6 million, along with more than 
$80,000 cash and numerous guns.  The homicide 
investigation is ongoing and detectives are following leads that 
they believe will lead to a successful conclusion of this case 
and result in the arrest of those responsible for Adan Ruiz’ 
murder. 

 

GANG UNIT SWEEP 
 

In June, the newly formed 
Gang Unit served a large scale 
gang association warrant 
aga ins t  members  and 
associates of the “Goleta 13” 
criminal street gang.  The 
months long investigation led to ten arrests involving 
narcotics, weapons and probation violations.  Immigration 
violations also led to five additional arrests.

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BLUE RIBBON COMMISSION 
 

In late April, Sheriff Brown convened the first of many meetings of the newly formed 
Blue Ribbon Commission on Jail Overcrowding.  The unique, talented and cross- 
disciplined group focused on the following three tasks: 
 

● Research the problem as it exists today in the Jail and the Criminal Justice System. 
● Look for alternative strategies and solutions to attack the problem. 
● Stand with the Sheriff and present its findings and recommendations to the Board 

of Supervisors and our communities with a roadmap that will take the Jail and the 
Criminal Justice System into the future. 

 

By the end of the year, the BRC was well on its way to presenting what they 
determined were the best solutions to a critical community crisis.

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SANTA MARIA BRANCH JAIL UPGRADED 
 

The Santa Maria Branch Jail was upgraded to a Type II facility, which now allows inmates to be housed for longer than 96 hours.  The 
Board of Supervisors approved $25,116 in early 2007 to fund renovations that included expanding the exercise yard and visitation 
areas.  The Board also added $134,360 to the Department’s budget to pay for increased staffing requirements and meal service.  The 
41-bed jail also operates as a booking facility for the Sheriff’s Department and other law enforcement agencies in northern Santa 
Barbara County.  Although a step in the right direction, the upgrade from a Type I facility does not solve the overcrowding problem at 
the Main Jail.

CUSTODY DEPUTY TRANSITION COMPLETE 
 

December marked the completion of a ten-month process to transition the Department’s 
Correction Officers to Custody Deputies.  The move grants peace officer authority to all Custody 
Deputies with the ability to carry a firearm while off duty and without requiring a permit to Carry a 
Concealed Weapon (CCW).  This also helps the Department tap existing resources by allowing it to 
assign Custody Deputies to other law enforcement duties during a local state of emergency or 
disaster. 

 

NEW ACADEMY PROVIDES MORE INTENSIVE TRAINING 
 

In March, 23 Correction Officers completed 385 hours of intensive training to become the first ever 
class to graduate from the Sheriff’s Department’s new Custody Deputy Academy.  Previously, 
Correction Officers were required to complete a 240-hour course of training within the first year of 
their job.  The Sheriff’s Department increased the minimum requirements to provide the best 
possible training to our Custody staff and afford the highest level of professional service to manage 
the inmate population.

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CONSTRUCTION BEGINS ON TWO IMPORTANT FACILITIES 

 

Lompoc Public Safety Center 
 

In May, workers broke ground on a new 12 thousand 
square foot building to be shared by both the Santa 
Barbara County Sheriff and Fire Departments.  The 
new Public Safety Center will replace the deteriorating 
Fire Station 51 and Sheriff’s Lompoc Substation, 
providing a more prominent and responsive location 
in the Lompoc Valley.  Previously authorized 
Certificate of Participation funding will cover the $5.2 
million building costs. 
 

Isla Vista Foot Patrol 
 

In September, construction began on a new Sheriff’s 
Station to replace the current location of the Isla Vista 
Foot Patrol.  The $3.7 million facility continues one of 
the first community-based, community-oriented law 
enforcement operations in the country which was 
established in December 1970.  Santa Barbara County 
will pay for construction through previously allocated 
Certificate of Participation funding.  The County will 
lease the property at 6504 Trigo Road from UCSB on a 
long-term, no cost basis.

The Sheriff’s Department worked with the U.S. Marshal’s Office and 
Mexican authorities to capture and extradite a man suspected of raping 
a woman four years earlier in Isla Vista.  In late 2006, Santa Barbara 
Sheriff’s detectives tracked down an address in Mexico where the 
suspect was living with his wife, children and mother-in-law.  By March 

2007, one of Santa Barbara County’s “Ten Most Wanted”, Tomas Rosales, was back in 
Santa Barbara County to face rape, kidnap and other related charges. 
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SYSTEMS AND TECHNOLOGY 
 

The Systems and Technology Bureau, under 
the direction of a civilian manager, provides 
technical support and systems implementation 
for technology throughout the entire 
Department.  This Bureau keeps the 
Department current with the latest in 
technology to aid in keeping the community 
safe.

Six more schools in the Santa Ynez and Lompoc Valleys will join the 
NEW D.A.R.E. program in the 2007/2008 school year with several more schools in 
the south county expected to join in 2008/2009.

DISPATCHERS SAVE LIVES 
 

The County Public Health Department honored three Public 
Safety Dispatchers in January for their lifesaving efforts.  Shanna 
Hixenbaugh was recognized for her efforts in providing CPR 
instructions to a frantic caller after a man collapsed in a Santa 
Maria store.  Dani Trask’s instructions on the Heimlich 
maneuver helped save a caller’s elderly mother.  And, Susan 
Hoggarth provided care instructions to a man whose 
granddaughter had unexpectedly given birth to a full term baby 
girl.  In each case, all three dispatchers used their training in 
“Emergency Medical Dispatching” to ensure the victim’s safety 
until help could arrive. 

H. THOMAS GUERRY AWARD 
 

In June 2007, the Santa Barbara Citizens’ Council on Crime 
presented Deputy John McCarthy with its “Award for Superior 
Performance.”  Deputy McCarthy began his career with the 
Sheriff’s Department in 1994 and has built a reputation for 
outstanding work as a member of the Rural Crimes Unit.  His 
notable accomplishments in recent years include a crackdown 
on local cockfighting resulting in several arrests, the breakup of 
a Czechoslovakian mushroom poaching ring, and the reduction 
in hundreds of trespassing violations on the Cojo Ranch at 
Jalama Beach. 
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MERITORIOUS SERVICE AWARD ~ Communications Dispatch Supervisor Pennye Sasaki-Benda 
 

For outstanding achievement as Dispatch Supervisor in Charge of Training.  Since Ms. Sasaki-Benda 
became supervisor in late 2006, the vacancy rate in the Dispatch Center has dropped from 40 percent to 
20 percent, while the retention rate for new dispatchers has increased to over 80 percent, up from a dismal 
20 percent.  As an added benefit of her efforts, overtime in the Center decreased and the mandatory 
assignment of deputy sheriffs to Dispatch did not occur for a period of eight months. 

MERITORIOUS SERVICE AWARD ~ Sheriff’s Deputy Patrick Hayes 
 

For saving the life of a suicidal man on the Hollister Avenue Bridge.  Deputy Hayes was the first on scene in 
the early morning hours of Christmas Eve following the report of a suicidal subject sitting on the edge of the 
Hollister Avenue Bridge.  During this most trying circumstance, Deputy Hayes demonstrated the true 
measure of his skills and the ability to exercise compassion and sound judgment by gently, yet firmly 
securing the individual while using his verbal skills to convince the man to walk to safety. 

DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD ~ Sheriff’s Sergeant Conn Abel 
 

For performing above and beyond the normal job requirements in overseeing the Air Support Unit.  Since 
2004, Sergeant Abel has successfully overseen the long and arduous process of integrating the County 
Sheriff’s Department Aviation Bureau and the Fire Department Air Operations into a single, combined multi-
mission unit.  His expertise and positive attitude were on full display during his management of the historic 
Zaca Fire Air Support response. 

DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD ~ Office Assistant Senior Elissa Hurd 
 

For performing at exemplary levels and meeting vital deadlines despite heavy workloads on a large number 
of critical projects.  Ms. Hurd’s expertise was recognized as a crucial element in the success of the newly 
formed Community Services Bureau.  She assists in managing and participating in a number of events and 
programs including: the Aero Squadron, public relations presentations, parades, crime prevention, the 
D.A.R.E. program, Project Lifesaver, the Criminal Abatement Program, and a host of other critical projects 
throughout the Department. 

EXCEPTIONAL CITIZEN AWARD ~ Rick Roney 
 

For his leadership, business acumen and generosity in working to reduce jail overcrowding and recidivism.            
The retired business executive is the first recipient of the Sheriff’s Department’s highest civilian honor.  Mr. 
Roney’s work as the driving force behind the establishment of the Santa Barbara County Reentry Project led 
to his selection to the Sheriff’s Blue Ribbon Commission on Jail Overcrowding. 
 

His countless hours assisting in the preparation of an informational video on the BRC’s findings, and his 
exceptional presentation before the Board of Supervisors are but two examples of his selfless volunteer 
efforts.
