  A family member or caregiver 

contacts the Santa Barbara Sheriffõs 

Office to enroll.  The person is fitted 

with a unique lightweight battery 

operated wrist or ankle band which 

emits a silent radio signal 24 hours 

a day. The band and battery are 

maintained and replaced monthly by 

Sheriffõs Office 

personnel or 

volunteers.  

  When a participant 

is missing, caregivers 

notify the Sheriffõs 

Office.  A specially  

trained search team 

responds using a 

mobile locator  to find 

the missing person.
